We thank you for your interest in Samskritam and for your support to Samskrita Bharati in its mission to bring
Samskritam back into daily life. Samskrita Bharati continues to make good progress in the US and in Canada.
Following are highlights of some of our activities during the past year:

o 32 beginner-level and intermediate-level classes with over 400 participants

e Nearly 50 active weekly study groups with a total of more than 500 participants

e 2 youth camps (Sraddha in Saylorsburg, PA and prajiia in Sausalito, CA) with 37 participants

e 2 family camps (jahnavi in Stroudsburg, PA and vitasta in Mt.Vernon, WA) with 220 participants

e 14 public programs, which were attended by nearly 2, 000 people

o 17 enrollees in ‘Samskritam As Foreign Language’ Program for teenagers (started as of Sep 26, 2009)

In addition, yuva-naipunya-varga, a two-week *Samskritam Proficiency Camp’ for youth was conducted
in San Jose, CA. Similar to ancient Gurukula system, participants learned Samskritam as well as interacted
with a different host family each day. This was a memorable experience for the host families, and a
remarkable learning experience for the young participants.

Our parent organization, Samskrita Bharati (India) continues to break new ground in our mission to spread
the Samskritam language. Following are some highlights of our activities in India:

165 full-time volunteers, including 33 female volunteers

Nearly 2,000 beginner level classes with more a participation of over 50,000 people

23 teacher training camps in various parts of the country

260 Gita Study Centers (learning Samskritam through Gita and understanding Gita through Samskritam)
Nearly 900 World Samskrit Day Celebrations in various centers across India.

Visits by leading full time volunteers to augment activities in UAE, England, New Zealand and the US.
More than 300 contemporary works in other languages have been translated as part of Sarasvati Seva
Project. 40 of these translations have been sponsored by Samskritam enthusiasts from the US.

In addition, SB India also conducts samvada-$ala, a 14 day residential immersion camp in Samskrit in New
Delhi from May through January. The camps start on the 1% and the 16" of each month. More than 750 people
have participated in camps held so far including attendees from the US, Holland, South Africa, South Korea,
Nepal, New Zealand, Australia, Nicaragua, Ireland, and England.

For all these activities, either here or in India, financial support comes from well-wishers like you. We request
you to support us by participating in our annual fund raising program called ‘Samaja-Nidhi (please see page 3
for details).
